1. How many Ramadhan months are there since the pillar was prescribed up to 1423H Ramadhan?

1,422 Ramadhan months (because Ramadhan was prescribed in the 2nd Hijira)

2. What is the importance of suhur (pre-dawn meal) in Ramadhan? Support your answers with proof from hadeeth.

"Take Suhur as there is a blessing in it" (Sahih Bukhari Vol. 3, No. 146)

"The distinction between our fast and the fast of the people of the Book is the 

meal of Suhur" (Muslim 2: 771)

"Suhur is a blessed meal. Hence, do not abandon it, even if one just takes a 

sip of water. Indeed, Allah and His Angels send salah (blessings) upon those 

who eat suhur" (Ahmad 3: 44)

3. If a Muslim forgetfully ate food during the day of Ramadhan, what should (s) he do?

"If someone eats or drinks forgetfully (during the days of Ramadhan), he should complete his fast, for what he has eaten and drunk has been given to him by Allah" (Sahih Bukhari, vol. 3, 154)


4. What types of fasting are prohibited in Islam?

(1) Al-Wisal fasting (i.e fasting continuously without iftar and suhur)  (Sahih Bukhari, vol. 3, 182)

(2)  Fasting daily throughout one's life (Sahih Bukhari, vol. 3, 198)

(3)  Fasting on Fridays only  

(4) On Eid-il Fitr and Eid Al-Adha and

(5)  A day or 2 before the month of Ramadhan unless one has the habit of fasting


5. What is the importance of  crescent moon in Islam? Give Qur'anic verses to support your answers.

"As signs to mark fixed periods of time for mankind and for the pilgrimage" (Q2:189)


6. Which attributes/names of Allah were first invoked by mankind?

"Al-Gafur" and "Ar-Raheem" (Q7:23)


7. Community comprises people that are placed one above the other. Find the verse in the Qur'an that explicitly states that Allah places mankind

 of his people (Q14:4). Other reasons are in Q12: 2; Q43:3; Q19:97 and Q44:58.

15. How long is the iddah period of a widow whose husband died while she was pregnant? Give proof from the Qur'an.

Her iddah period ends when she gives birth, even if this occurs momentarily after the death of the husband (Q65:4)


16. By way of describing how close Allah is to His slaves, the Qur'an mentions that Angels are with us writing our secret and open actions. Which Qur'anic verse mentions this specifically?

He will perform salah and fasting within each 24-hour period, estimating his times based on the nearest country in which the times of the 5-daily salah can be distinguished from one another  (Fatwa of Sheikh Mohammed Ibn Othaimeen)


26. On the day of Judgement, Allah will call on mankind. How would they answer Him? Give Qur'anic proof.



Mankind will respond to His call with His praise (Q17:52)

27. Who are the three persons whose supplication will not be rejected by Allah?

(1) A Just Ruler

(2)  The fasting person until (s)he breaks the fast

(3) the oppressed person


28. How many Muslims died in the battle of Uhud including both emigrants and the ansar?




70 (according to ibn Ishaq)


29. Prophet Ibraheem (a.s) covered up his true intentions on 3 occasions, what  are these?


Twice for the sake of Allah when he said: "I am sick" (Q37:89) and "the greater of the (idols) did this" (Q21:63) and in the third occasion,  he said to a tyrant king that his

     wife Sarah was his sister.  (See Sahih Bukhari vol. 4, No. 578, and vol. 3, No. 420)


30. How long did the last daughter of Prophet Muhammad (s.a.w) live after the death of her father?


        Fatima (r.a) lived for 6 months after the death of the Prophet (s.a.w).

31. Who was the first woman to use a girdle and why?


Hajar, the mother of Prophet Ishmail (a.s). She used the girdle to cover her track from Sarah, the first wife of Prophet Ibraheem (a.s). (see detailed story in Sahih Bukhari, vol 4, No. 583)


32. If a Muslim possesed 99 cows over a year, what is his zakat due?

After settlement of debt, one-eighth goes to the wife, and the remainder is divided into 9 shares such that one share is given to each of the 3 daughters and 2 shares to 

     each of the 3 sons.
